A. Terms and conditions for the supply of “Dietary Articles” on Rate Contract basis for the year 2009-2010, i.e. from 1.4.2009 to 31.3.2010.
B. This Tender form is to be duly signed on all pages and enclosed along with the tender.

1. Sealed Tenders are invited by the Director, Tata Memorial Hospital, Dr. Ernest Borges Marg, Parel, Mumbai 400 012, for the supply of “Dietary Articles” to the Tata Memorial Hospital, Dr. Ernest Borges Marg, Parel, Mumbai 400 012.

2. Tenders must be submitted in the sealed covers, duly superscribed “TENDERS FOR THE SUPPLY OF DIETARY ARTICLES 2009-2010” and addressed  to the Director, Tata Memorial Hospital, Parel, Mumbai 400 012, and should be delivered at the office of the Purchase Officer on or before 20th January, 2009 upto 4.30  pm.
3. Tenders which are received late will  not be considered.
4. Tenderers must submit the Tender Document set  in  toto along with their offers. Dismantled Tender Set will be treated as a invalid tender.  Tenderers may score out the portion not applicable to them by using one straight line with ball pen. 
5. Tenders received up to 4.30 pm on 20th January, 2009 will be opened on 21st  January 2009 at 10.00 am  in presence of the Tenderer who wish to be present.
6. The Earnest Money Deposit  as indicated against each Schedule (Please   refer to third page of the Tender), must be paid either in Cash or by Demand Draft, drawn in favour of Tata Memorial Centre, payable at  Mumbai only.  The Earnest Money   should not be enclosed  alongwith  the Tender in  a  sealed  cover,  it  should  be separately  paid   at  our  Accounts Department  by cash or   by Demand Draft before due date  (Cheques will not be accepted).   It is  required  to  produce  the  Earnest Money Deposit   Receipt while  submitting  the Tender. No  tender will be accepted unless the full amount of the tender deposit is paid. Photo copy of earnest money deposit should be enclosed with the tender set.
7. The name of the Proprietor and Partners, if any of the Contracting Firm  should be specified in full with their Residential Addresses, Telephone/Mobile Numbers, and Fax numbers.  The Tenderer should have his own telephone number.

8. The Tenderers are requested to fill in the rates duly type-written against   each item of the schedule.  The vendors can quote  any number of brands as desired.  The rates should be legibly written. Calculations against each item and totalling of a complete schedule, must be shown clearly.  Erasures and corrections in figures without the Tenderer’s initials, will render the Tender liable for rejection.
9. Tenderers must  submit   their samples,  duly  labelled   and   sealed while submitting the Tenders to AAO (Food Services). TMH at his Office on Ground floor, Service Block Building, TMH.
10.   PAN No., Sales Tax no dues Certificate, Vendors capability   Certificate must be submitted along with the Tender. 
11. In case of  acceptance of the Tender, the Tenderer will have to pay Security Deposit to the extent of 5% of the total value of the order for satisfactory fulfilment of the Agreement within 15 days from the date of our intimation, failing which, bills for the supplies made will not be paid, till the Security Deposit is paid and the Contract is signed. This Security Deposit will not carry any interest.
12. Security Deposit can be paid either in Cash/Demand Draft/Bank Guarantee  drawn in favour of Tata Memorial Centre, payable at Mumbai only. Cheques will not be accepted. 
13. In  case  of  acceptance  of  the  Tender,  the Tenderer  will have to enter  into a  ontract as per the Specimen copy of the Contract  attached herewith.
14. In case of  acceptance of  the Tender  the  prices quoted therein must  be valid for supplies  upto  31.3.2010 and under no  circumstances  will the prices be revised over the rates  quoted by them.
15. In  case  the   tenderer  fails to enter into a contract at the rates quoted  by him           in the  tender,  or  any  lower  rates   agreed  to  by  him  at   the   time  of      financial negotiation,  the Earnest Money  Deposit  shall   stand  forfeited.
16. In case of a failure on  the  part  of  the  vendor  to  supply  the  goods  within the  delivery  period, the Hospital  is at liberty  to purchase the  goods  from  any other source.   The   Vendor  will  be  liable  to  pay  liquidated  damages  equal   to  the difference  of   the   price   plus 10%  of   the value of   the  goods  that they  have failed  to  supply within the  delivery period.
17. In case of a  continued  failure to supply the goods of the approved quality, in the full  Quantity as  per  the  purchase  order  and the  delivery  period,  the Contract is  liable to  be  cancelled  and  the security deposit forfeited.

18. TENDERERS  MUST  DISTINCTLY  UNDERSTAND
A. That they will be strictly required  to confirm to the conditions of the Contract    as contained in each of its clauses and  that the plea of “CUSTOM PREVAILING” will not on any account be admitted as an excuse  on  their  part for infringement of any of the conditions.
B. That the full contract Deposit must be paid within the time specified and the Contract must be executed on or before the date fixed and intimated in writing to the successful Tenderer.
C. That postponement of the payment of the full Contract Deposit of the execution of the Contract will not  be permitted by reason of the Director, having in his possession of other Deposits on account of other Tenders or Contracts, which Deposits may be or become returnable to the Tenderers and which they may wish to transfer as a Deposit under this Contract. Such Transfers will not under any circumstances be permitted.
D. That they will have to supply all or any of the items mentioned in the Schedules whenever indented for as specified at the rates quoted by them without any restrictions about the quantities required during the period specified.

19. The quantities of the Articles specified in the respective Schedule, are approximate and the same will be ordered as and when required.

20. In case of all items except eggs, Gunney  Bags and container will not be returned.
21. If any delivery charges are to be claimed in respect of Dietary Articles,  definite   remarks  must  be  made  to  this   effect   in  the Tender itself.  No claim will be   entertained on this account after the tenders are once submitted.
22. The Tenders must  be  kept  open for acceptance for a period of  90 days 
from the  due date.

23. The Tenderer must produce necessary documentary proof about his                  bonafideness,  such  as  Banker’s  Name,  PAN  No., Proof  of  possession of  the shop, Office and  godown.

24. The  Tenderer  while  quoting  the  rates should  bear  in  mind  that  the Items to be  supplied   should   be   of   the  best   quality   and  under   no circumstances  goods of inferior quality will be accepted.

25. The  Director  reserves  himself  the  right  of  accepting  a  whole Tender or splitting  it up  into  suitable  groups or  item  wise  as he  thinks proper.

26.  The   Director  may    at  his  sole  discretion   reject   all   or  any  of   the  tender  without   assigning any reason for the same.
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27. Vendors  are  required  to  submit  the  tenders  in  the form of  a  Microsoft  Excel 95/97/2000 file on CD in the format supplied along with the tenders.                                                           Vendors are required to submit a hard  copy of the same duly signed on each page of the form  of  the tender. 
28.  The  Tenderers   must   fill in the Tenders   strictly   in  conformity  with the instructions given with the Schedule, failing  which,  their  tenders  are liable to  be  rejected.

29. The Tenderers should fill in the vendor capability proforma along with photo copies of copies of required documents as stated in the proforma.
30. The contractual period is one year, but on completion of one year if mutually 

agreed it will be extended for another year i.e. up to 31st March, 2011.
